Football, cross country, base-
ball and swimming and diving were added to the championships calendar in
1956. Wrestling (1958), soccer (1959), bowling (1962-78), gymnastics (1964-
84), indoor track and field (1966) and men's volleyball (1969-80) were later
additions.

Today, the NAIA strengthens its commitment to student-athletes and strives
to enrich their college experience by supporting academic achievement and
character development,
